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We donated our excess fabrics to
FSWW. 

One of the biggest challenges in textile industry is the waste part.
The total waste rate of the industry is around %85 which is in a
decline hopefully with the increasing sustainability awareness
among the brands and the producers. 

Pre-consumer waste is easier to manage compared to post-
consumer textile waste. But, even pre-consumer textile waste differs
from fabric clips to excess fabrics and therefore requires different
waste management approaches. 

We are happy to announce that we have donated 822 metres of our
excess fabric to FSWW (Foundation for the support of Women's
Work) which is a non-profit and non-governmental organization,
established in 1986 with the aim of supporting low income women
groups to improve the quality of their lives.
